The CMF invests in building capacity for re-
search on mesothelioma, early diagnosis, treat-
ment options, and improving mesothelioma out-
comes.

The CMF has pro-
vided grants to the University Health Network
in Toronto for the Mesothelioma Research Pro-
gram.

As of 2020, the CMF funds a new professorship
in mesothelioma research at the University
Health Network, University of Toronto.
